2. Birendra Peace Operations Training Centre, Panchkhal is the one and only Peacekeeping
Training Centre in Nepal, dedicdt¢o impart training to all the Military Peacekeepers before
deploying in UNPSO. The centre was established in an ad hoc basis in 1986, primarily to
conduct predeployment training for the units taking part in the United Nations Peacekeeping
Operations. Tl centre was formally raised in 2001 as Birendra Peace Operations Training

GEOGRAPHY

3. The centre is located in Panchkhal, Kavre district east of the capital city, Kathmandu at an
elevation of 942neters above sea level. Panchkhal is a fertile valley with partly dense deciduous
forest in and around. The hills around the valley goes higher upto 6000 feet giving it a beautiful
look and to the north wide range of mountain add up to its scenic beauty.

ROADS NETWORK

4. The only road connecting the Panchkhal valley to the capital city is the Araniko highway
which extends up to the Chinese border in the north. The centre is 45 Km away from the capital
and approximately a 2 hrs drive.
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CLIMATE

5. The climate is hot and wet and humid in the summer {Magust).The temperature magar
up to 38 degree Celsius. In spring (S¢@v), the climate is favorable and beauty unfolds all
around. The winter (NoWlar) is dry and cold and the temperature nfiay below zero but
without snowfall. At times Snowfall is observed on the hills surrounding the valley but is rare.
